· Please note that factors such as the availability of qualified teachers will also affect the subject choice.

· The above selection needs to take into account the requirements for Matriculation Exemption. Each pupil’s subject choice will only be finalized after consultation between the pupil, the pupil’s parents and the Academic Head.

· Generally, Matriculation exemption requires a pass in at least 4 AS level subjects plus 1 other IGCSE or AS level subject chosen from a specific group of subjects:

Including English First Language


Including Afrikaans First or Second Language at “I” level or “AS” level.

Subject pass marks required for exemption: 
C [for IGCSE level]  = 50% and above

 







D [for AS levels] = 50% and above

Mathematics at AS level requires a pass in the extended curriculum for “I” level (a C symbol).

Computer Studies at AS level requires an “I” level pass in Mathematics (a C symbol).

· The subject pass mark for a Senior Certificate is:  E [for “I” levels or AS levels] = 40 % and above

· Periods are also timetabled  for Discipleship, Biblical Life Orientation and Outreach.
