Results of UCT Mathematics Competition 2009
 

On the evening of 21st April 2009  thousands of High School students, ranging from Grade 8-12, descended on the campus of the University of Cape Town to participate in the annual UCT Mathematics Competition. The interaction with the other 6329 students and a look at the campus has ensured that this event has become a highlight amongst our students. 

Every year without exception our El Shaddai students make us proud as they give of their best. This year the results that they obtained are of the best we have received. We sent 57 students to compete and more than 50% of them obtained a “Merit Award”. (To obtain a “Merit Award” the student must rank in the top 200 in the singles division or the top 100 in the pairs division - keeping in mind that there are approximately 1200 students per grade that write).

Natalie Frenz was awarded “The School Prize” for obtaining our highest school ranking in her grade. This achievement was acknowledged in the prize giving last month.

The overall school performance ranked El Shaddai Christian School 19th out of the 138 schools that participated from the Western Province. Quite a notable achievement for our small school. We give God all the glory for His favour!
