In April every year El Shaddai Christian School sends approximately 60 students ranging from Grade 8 –12 to take part in the annual UCT Mathematics competition. To obtain a “Merit Award” the student must rank in the top 200 in the singles division or the top 100 in the pairs division (keeping in mind that there are approximately 1500 students per division that write).
