5.   HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS STUDYING PHYSICAL EDUCATION AS A SUBJECT:

5.1 Plain navy shorts for Boys
5.2 Navy shorts or navy skirt/culotte for Girls.

5.3 Jade sports shirt for boys and girls

5.4 Socks:  Short white (plain) socks.

5.5 Shoes:  Predominantly white track shoes

No boots or colourful aerobic/running shoes/ track shoes are allowed.

5.6  Tracksuits:  School tracksuit – may be worn over shorts and sports shirts when cold.

5. SPORT

5.1 HOCKEY:

Girls:  Matches – wear winter Phys. Ed. Uniform & hockey socks; under 14, 16 & Open must play in a skirt; Gr. 1 & 2 and under 10 & 12 may wear navy shorts instead of a skirt.

Practices – wear appropriate clothes.

Boys:  Matches – wear Phys. Ed. Uniform and hockey socks.  Practices – wear appropriate clothes.

5.2 CRICKET: 

Matches – wear white shorts or white long pants; white sports shirt; hockey socks with white  shorts.   

                  Practices – wear appropriate clothes.

5.3 NETBALL:

Girls:  Matches – Jade sport shirt, navy blue netball skirt, short, white ankle socks with predominantly white track shoes.

6. GENERAL

6.1 Ties, caps and navy sport socks are available from the Clothing Shop.  

6.2 Second hand clothing is available from the Clothing shop. [ Limited stock available]
6.3 Book bags /satchels:  Navy blue if possible.  It must be large enough to hold A4 size books. Suitcases/brief cases are also permissible. Tog bags are not suitable for carrying books.

6.4 Navy scarves are permissible.

6.5 Standardised navy knee rugs will be available from the Clothing Shop (girls only).

7. UNIFORM  AND  APPEARANCE

· Boys:  Parents are to ensure that boys have a neat and acceptable haircut:  conservative, clean, tapered, off the collar and ears, and not worn over the eyes.  Clothing is to be pressed, tidy and clean.  Shoes should be polished regularly.
· Girls:  Are to have a neat hairstyle and, if it is shoulder length, it should be tied with a navy blue or white ribbon or bauble.  Hair should not be worn over the eyes.  Dyed hair is not permitted.  Likewise, jewellery, make-up and nail polish are not allowed.  
· Girls are permitted to wear conservative, small, round, gold or silver sleepers or studs in their ears (one in each ear only).
· All clothing should be clearly marked.
· All clothing should be clean, in good repair and well pressed.
