There is a fee payable for the programme.  For this, participants receive the training and a manual each.  A small gift or honorarium is given to the presenters of the programme in appreciation of their time with us.  

The programme is presented in the Media Centre during Term 1. It caters for approximately 20 students, and takes place from 18:00 – 20:00 on a Wednesday nights. It runs for +/- 9weeks.
