· Grade 1:             Monday or Wednesday 13:05 – 13:45. 

-     Grade 2 & 3:      Monday or Wednesday 13:45 – 14:25. 

We recommend that all beginners do this course as an introduction for any instrument. 

Some points to note:

· All new applicants will be tested (no testing is required for the “introduction group”).
· Those who show musical ability, but who cannot yet be accommodated, will be placed on a waiting list
   and will be given a place as soon as there are openings in the timetable. Alternatively they may apply to 
   the After- Hours Music School which is a private initiative run in the afternoons.
· It is essential that pupils have an instrument on which to practice at home. Consistent
   practicing is essential in order to make progress. 

· Enrolling for extra-curricular music requires a commitment for at least 6 months and a full term’s notice 
   must be given when intending to stop tuition.

· Timetables are worked out in advance and cannot be changed easily.

Music as a subject for Grades 7 to 12:
Pupils from Grades 7 to 12 have the option of taking Music as one of their subjects. Music is offered at IGCSE level, following the Cambridge curriculum. Candidates will enter for this examination in May of their Grade 11 year. Pupils who take music as a subject should have reached at least Grade 2 (Unisa) level by the end of Grade 7. This option may only be selected in consultation with the relevant music teacher and academic head.

The Cambridge Advanced Subsidiary Level examination may be studied as a subject in Grade 11 and 12, with the examination taking place in June of Grade 12. Pupils also have the option to do the full Advanced Level Examination after completion of AS Level.  This examination takes place at the end of Gr. 12 year.

Music as an A.S. level subject counts towards senior certificate and matriculation exemption. 

3.        After-Hour music lessons for  Grades 1 – 12:
Because of the academic pressures, High School pupils who do not take music as a subject, are encouraged to join the After Hours Music School.   See Annatjie Brand for details and separate fee structure. This is a private initiative run in the afternoons.  

The following instruments can be taught by various teachers: Piano, Recorder, Keyboard, Solo singing, Guitar.
